Approximate Cost of Supplies 

 

• Makeup: $20 - $50:  to reduce your costs, we recommend attending the 1st class before purchasing 
your makeup—some purchases are only used by certain clown types. 

 

• Makeup Accessories: $10 - $60: case, brushes, mirror, glitter, clown nose, nose adhesive. 
 

• Costume: $50 and Up:  shirt, pants, skirt, dress, jackets, socks – Can be home-made,  where you 
incorporate store bought items along with trims/decorations to make the item more clown-like and 
thus reduce the overall cost or possibly have one professionally made. 

 

• 2012 Clown Student T-shirt (optional): $15+ 
 

• Wig: $20 and Up.  Head & Neck Interest:  $1 and Up  (Hat, Hair Bow, Hood, Bowtie, etc) 
 

• Shoes: $10 - $300:  Decorated tennis or street shoes to Professional Clown Shoes) 
 

• Props or Music for Graduation:  $1 - $20  (Depends on how you prepare your skit) 
 

 

Things You Need to Know 
 

• You will be REQUIRED to apply your makeup during EACH scheduled makeup class.   
NO EXCEPTIONS!   We create class time to allow you to develop your makeup techniques.   

Only through continued practice will you develop a comfort level in applying your makeup for  

your chosen clown type (Whiteface, Auguste or Hobo/Tramp).   Practice Promotes Confidence! 
 

• You must apply a complete face – NO SHORT CUTS! 
 

• Trained clowns will be on hand during each class to offer makeup design suggestions and 
guidance. 

 

• Classes are limited to ONLY registered paid students–NO VISITORS PLEASE! 
 

• Students under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult sponsor.  The sponsoring adult 
must also be a registered student or Alley member.  Please call to discuss our age limitations. 

 

• Student Class schedules—Six Tuesday evenings June 19 thru July 24 (6:30 - 9:30 pm). along 
with (3) Saturday sessions—July 7 (class), July 21 (special guest clown) and July 28 (student 
graduation).
